Experiment Guidelines
1.  Ask a question.
2.  Make a prediction/hypothesis.
3.  Write a procedure:

· Make a materials list. (Be specific, include quantities!)
· Write the steps to do the experiment. Use logical steps that are easy to repeat.

· Have one controlled variable (something that stays the same in the experiment).
· Have one manipulated variable (something that is changed in the experiment).
· Have one measured variable (something that is measured during the experiment).
· Make a data table to record your measured variable results.

· Perform repeated trials to validate results.

4.  Keep a daily log of your experiment:
· Record the observations you make of your experiment in journal.  Should be handwritten, dated, and consistent. 
5. Record the results (measured variable) in a data table.

5.  Write a report that includes your question, prediction, materials, procedure, conclusion, research and a bibliography.
6.  Prepare a display showing your experiment and the results of your investigation.
7.  Prepare a 2-3 minute oral presentation explaining your experiment and its results.
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
